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GreenPulse and SolarAccess build a 5 ha Benelux top-5 solar roof 

Unique mounting system with very low ballast
Gent / Kasterlee, 15 January 2009 - GreenPulse and SolarAccess implemented one of the five largest roof-mounted solar energy systems in Benelux at the end of 2009. 
TVH, a major international player in the field of lift trucks based in Waregem in Belgium, made its roof available for this green electricity project which can provide electricity for 800 families a year (3 MWp).
The project is a successful collaborative association between GreenPulse, an ambitious, young company that develops and finances solar parks, and SolarAccess, which has been one of the market leaders in Benelux for the last five years in the field of fitting large-scale solar energy systems on industrial building roofs. A 7 MWp array was recently installed on the roofs of distribution centres owned by property specialist WDP.
GreenPulse and SolarAccess complement each other perfectly
There was an obvious reason for opting for SolarAccess: the company has many years’ experience of installations on warehouse and industrial premises and has developed its own mounting system which uses an extremely low extra ballast and no roof anchors. 
SolarAccess supplies a one-stop installation; the company not only handles the planning and construction of the green electricity project but also takes responsibility for maintenance. 
GreenPulse’s role is to develop, finance and manage the project. GreenPulse found a large number of ‘business angels’ prepared to invest in the project, and Dexia Bank took on the bank financing. 
GreenPulse and SolarAccess also always invest in the projects that they deliver, which ensures a shared feeling of responsibility. They have a number of projects in the pipeline which are being offered to investors with an attractive return and a low risk. For future projects, the two players are on the lookout for capital. 
Unique mounting system 
A unique mounting system, the SolarAccess Frame, was used for the installation: the total loading per square metre remained below 15 kg, without having to drill the roof.
Profitable and ‘zero-CO2’ investment 
The solar energy system on TVH’s roofs consists of 13,500 monocrystalline modules from Sharp and SMA transformers which generate an estimated annual current of 2.5 million kilowatt-hours, which represents the annual power consumption of some 800 families. 
More and more companies are opting for solar panels on their roofs to slash their energy bills. TVH, for example, will be using the green electricity generated in this way to meet the energy needs of its own premises. Any excess power will be sold back to the grid. Over a period of 20 years the solar energy system will prevent 36,000 tonnes of CO2 emissions.
